KEEPING KIDS SAFE ONLINE

With the school holidays just around the
corner, kids are busy planning their

activities — emailing friends, instant
messaging, downloading information
from the internet or updating their

MySpace profiles.

It's important as parents and carers, that
you guide your children in making smart
choices about who they speak to and
what they access online.

By setting some ground rules for inter-
net use, you can help your kids to use
the internet safely.

Be involved — spend time exploring
the internet with your children and get
them to show you their favourite web-
sites, including any social networking
sites they use such as MySpace,
Facebook or Bebo

Be open — keep the computer in a
room the whole family can access, not
in your child's bedroom. If your child
changes the screen or turns the
computer off when you enter the room,
ask them about it.

Be aware — tell your children to never
give out personal information to people
they don't know, including their name,
home address, phone number or school
and to never arrange a face-to-face
meeting with someone they have only

chatted with online.

Be cautious — if you believe your child
may be at risk, talk to them about the
dangers associated with online
conversations.

Be there — remember that the best
protection is parental supervision and
guidance.

The Queensland Police Service have
published a must read guide for parents
Who's chatting to your kids?  which
provides practical information about
internet safety and how parents can
reduce the risk of their child becoming a
victim.
