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SCHOOL CHAPLAIN  
 

This school has had a chaplain, in various forms, since 1999. We started with a parent donating 
a day to the school before progressing to one day donated and one paid. Currently, the school 
chaplain, Sarah Millard, is working a five day week.  
 

Funding has come from many sources with the Student Council assisting in the initial stage with 
donations from individuals and a local church. The P & C Association was the first major 
provider and continues this support. Fortunately, Arana Leagues Club has donated to all 
chaplaincy programs for schools in this area. The Federal Government is currently providing 
funding to cover just over two days. This funding has been guaranteed for three years and we 
are in the middle of this period. Hopefully the present government will continue this support, 
which needs to be in advocacy as well as financial. 
 

For the chaplaincy to continue to support children to the present level, it will require a lot of 
community support through individuals and groups such as the P &C Association. 
 
EMOTIONAL INTELLIGENCE  
 

I have read a number of articles recently about this topic and a related area of social and 
emotional learning.  
 

EI has been described as the capacity for recognising our own feelings and those of others, for 
motivating ourselves and for managing emotions well in ourselves and in our relationships. 
It is separate to academic intelligence and I have witnessed some of the most able people, 
including students with probable high IQs, with difficulties controlling emotions when all is not 
going well. 
 

 EI is the capacity to handle such things as disappointment, anger, fear and jealously as well as 
showing tolerance, empathy and compassion for others, verbalising feelings, and bouncing back 
from emotional upsets. 
 

The researchers  have found that  individuals  with  high EI  are more able  to empathise, 
persevere, communicate, control impulses, make thoughtful decisions, solve problems and work 
with others. Students are more productive and do better in tests and help create a good 
classroom atmosphere. They tend to lead happier lives. 
 

Research is beginning to reveal that the skills of EI are critical to academic achievement. I 
believe that development of EI skills starts very early in a child’s life well before s/he starts 
school and continues for many years beyond the primary school years. It is an area that the 
teacher supports the parent. 
 

Unfortunately there are no master degrees in this area and parenting is the toughest job I know. 
I believe that a child can be helped, and one way is to let the child have their childhood. I feel 
that children should be given the authority to make decisions when they have the capacity to 
take the responsibility for the decision. When it doesn’t go to plan, the child has to ‘wear it’ and 
take the consequences.  This way an individual learns to deal with disappointment and will 
bounce back with assistance on occasions.  
 

The child needs to learn the three “R’s”  
�� Resourcefulness, 
�� Resilience, and 
�� Responsibility
